Clerks Update:
Rix Pavilion and Licence Application:  The clerk reported that she had been contacted by a resident at Blueberry Close voicing concerns with regard to the application for a Premises Licence at the Rix Pavilion at the Showground.  Cllr M Blakeston commented that David Tite of DAS had issued an open invite to all councillors to attend the new venue to see the extent of the sound proofing that had gone into the building. 
Environment Committee:  the clerk said the next meeting would be after Planning on Tuesday January 12th 2016 to further discuss the We Are Watching You Campaign.

Precept:  the clerk informed council that the town bus tenders were not expected until the beginning of February, yet ERYC required by law our precept demand by no later than the 22nd January.  The next meeting to finalise the budget and precept will be on Tuesday January 19th if possible, and a special meeting may be called to resolve the decision.

To consider a donation to the Old Folks Tea:

The clerk read out a letter from Chairman Les Pinkney, and Cllr T Cooper gave a rundown of costs.  It was agreed with 13 in favour and 1 abstention that £600 be donated from the Small Grant Fund.

To consider the issue of verges at Eastfield Road:


After considerable discussion it was agreed that a letter be sent to ERYC Highways to insist in the strongest possible terms that ‘beeny blocks’ be installed at the grass verges on Eastfield Road, to allow for parking and also to bring to an end the problem of mud and puddles.  Deep foundations that may affect utilities were not required.  Cllr S Poessl said he had investigated the claims from ERYC that people got their heels stuck in this material, and that they were unfounded, in addition he noted that ERYC use this material on various sites owned by them, including the Sports Centre.  Cllr C Scarlett also asked that while this work was being completed, that dropped kerbs be also included in the scheme.

To receive the Driffield Traffic Flow Report on Pedestrianisation:

The report generally recommended that due to traffic numbers pedestrianisation on either Mill Street or Market Place should not be pursued.  This was met with great disappointment and it was felt that in reality insufficient consideration had been given and that the report was merely a ‘paper exercise’.  After discussion it was agreed that a meeting be organised between the relevant officers and the town council to discuss the report and the issue of pedestrianisation.  Prior to a date being set the council will also outline exactly what scheme they feel would most benefit the town and traffic flow.
