The clerk informed the council that the former clerk Dr Geoffrey Eastwood had passed away.

Driffield Canal:

The Mayor reported that he had been joined by the clerk, councillors and members of DNT along with Annabel Hansen and Paul Bell from ERYC at a meeting at Riverhead and then a subsequent boat trip from North Frodingham.  It was agreed with all in favour that a meeting be called by the Town Council in the autumn with all interested parties invited to discuss and facilitate a way forward in realising the enormous potential of the Driffield Navigation.  Cllr P Rounding commented as chair of DNAA that he would be extremely supportive of any involvement and help the council could bring. 

Cllr K Stack commented on the lack of life buoys and the vandalism on the interpretation board.

Request for a donation from the Small Grant Fund from Driffield Youth Action:


Cllr J Fletcher expanded on information given in the DYA Chairman’s email and that the infrastructure of the porta cabin was still in need of being put in place – water and sewerage and flooring.  Cllr J Fletcher proposed £2000 (£1500 from the £1550 left over from 2015/2016 SGF budget and £500 from this), this was seconded by Cllr M Rogers.  Cllr G Lucas however proposed an amendment of £1000 which was seconded by Cllr J Cooper, the amendment fell with only 5 in favour and 1 abstention.  The original proposal of £2000 was agreed with 10 in favour, 5 against and 1 abstention.

To receive a petition for the reinstatement of the Town Bus on Saturdays:


The clerk presented the petition from Mrs Ailsa Wood with 100 signatures on it.  Cllr J Cooper explained that the cost of running a Saturday bus was in excess of an additional £5000 which was not financially possible either from the Town Council or ERYC.  The clerk was asked thank Mrs Wood for her petition but to explain the financial constraints involved.

Update on the Driffield MIU Campaign:


The Mayor updated councillors on the recent CCG AGM attended by the clerk and a number of town councillors on Thursday June 30th.  The consultation on the possible closure of the MIU will begin in October and run for 12 weeks.  Cllr Blakeston informed council that 15,000 leaflets had been printed and were to be distributed by the Royal Mail over the YO25 area week commencing 25th July with drop off points in local shops in partnership with the Driffield and Wolds Weekly.  Cllr C Scarlett then explained how she would analyse the results from the returned leaflets.  Banners will also be produced to promote and encourage people to get involved in the consultation.
